Masters Fun Ball 
Male players must be 40 and female players must be 35 as of March 31st. 

• Home Diamonds are at Muir Lake Community Hall. 
• Games start at 7pm on Fridays from April to June, excluding the May long 

weekend, and Wednesdays for July and August. 
 

Registration is $1000 per team, which includes an Adult 
Ball Membership to Muir Lake Community League, and 

up to 15 roster spots.   
$1000 fundraising deposit/per team  

 
Team must fulfill 10 fundraising commitments; If a 
team who has indicated they will be at 10 bingo’s 

does not show up to all of them, or does not phone 
with a minimum three days’ notice, that team will 

forfeit $175 per number of missing bingos to a 
maximum of $1000.00.
